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the road to the surrounding ground.

Typically present on two-lane rural
roads with low traffic volume, drop-offs
can be fatal for vehicles which acciden-
tally veer off the road at a high speed and
across the drop which can be as high as
300mm.

To fix the drop-offs, the company uses
a road profiler to cut a Im wide trench
along the road edge. This is followed by
the purpose-built Sidewinder machine
which pours hotmix asphalt into the
excavated trench. The machine can apply
fill in multiple layers and can use recycled
materials as a base. In the Port Stephens
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The Sidewinder machine is designed to fix pavement edge drop-offs

project, recycled road gravel, asphalt and
roto-mill were used.

Joint managing director Michael
Sharpe said the family-owned company
had developed the equipment to overcome
the problems traditionally associated with
road edge repair and widening.

“The usual way of repairing broken
edges is to dig up the whole road and then
resurface the lot. This causes major traffic

disruption and is very costly,” he said.

“We thought there must be a better
way so we invested a great deal of time
and money to develop this equipment in
our Gosford workshop.

“By using these machines, a job which
would normally take at least a week, from
digging up the road to the final bitumen
sealing, can be completed in a day at a
much lower cost.” ll
